Peter will provide an entertaining and engaging session, packed full of 
transferable lessons for anyone trying to do new things.  Even if you 
don't, you are guaranteed to learn something of value in terms of 
personal development.  Failing that, bring your instrument for an 
impromptu jam session at the end.   
 
As well as Peter's penchant for playing guitars that 'go up to 11', he is 
well qualified, having 3 degrees (and a packet of crisps), so the event 
will be BOTH intelligent AND fun.  He has played with a number of 
veteran punk and rock groups, including John Otway, The Fall, 
Splodgenessabounds, who gave the world 'Two Pints of Lager and a 
Packet of Crisps', Meatloaf's singer �µ�0�U�V���/�R�X�G�¶, who took the cameo role 
on 'I'd do anything for love'.  Prince, Sir Bob Geldof, Brian May, Led 
Zeppelin and Pink Floyd are amongst the celebs have received copies of 
Sex, Leadership and Rock'n'Roll.
